WASHINGTON, DC—The Hispanic Heritage Foundation (HHF) today announced the recipients of the San Antonio Regional Hispanic Heritage
Youth Awards (HHYA). Twenty-one local high school seniors and one teacher will be honored for their leadership in the classroom and community
and promoted as role models for their peers during a ceremony at Our Lady of the Lake University on Monday, May 19, 2008.

The 2008 San Antonio Youth Awardees will each receive educational grants in the amounts of $3,000 for Gold Medallion, $2,000 for Silver Medallion
and $1,000 for Bronze Medallion Awardees. The Teacher Award, presented by Staples Foundation for Learning, will recognize a teacher that has
made a significant impact on the lives of students and will be announced at the Awards ceremony.

The Hispanic Heritage Youth Awards were created to identify and promote the next generation of role models by celebrating their accomplishments
in the classroom and community. These young leaders are promoted as role models for their peers. With the Youth Awards as a feeder program,
the LOFT (Latinos on Fast Track) initiative was launched in 2004 to systematically develop sustainable relationships between top Hispanic young
professionals who have been awarded and America’s workforce.
